J. Benoit stated that the Little Hoover Commission has become active again.  He 
feels that they are after Lafco’s for not consolidating districts as often as they 
should.  Districts don’t want consolidation.  Some districts have large reserve 
funds, but there are reasons for that; such as, capital improvements.  S. Browne 
provided information on the history of the Little Hoover Commission and their 
purpose.  Calafco provided the Little Hoover Commission a 30-page white paper 
explaining what Lafco’s do.  John thinks there will probably be a session on the 
Commission at the Calafco conference.
